Art and science have always been closely
aligned, and perhaps never more so than in
the area of sculpture. Manipulating glass,
clay, metal, or stone into three-dimensional
forms requires artists to know the science
related to those components. Students see
sculptures in a new way as we talk about
minerals, melting points, abrasives, and more
as we learn about the science of sculpture.

Over the centuries, perceptions about what
an artist’s job is have changed. But whether
an artist’s job is to paint a pretty picture,
record an event, or communicate a unique
point of view, there is always a “Big |dea”
behind the end result. Students are
challenged to use clues in the artworks and
the artists’ lives to figure out “what’s the big
idea?” and come up with a few of their own.

Tours with a Twist ($2 per student for your “school supplies”)

Twist #1: Attend a pre-visit teacher workshop that will give you information, resources, and
supplies to use back at school. Twist #2: challenging students to apply what they’'ve learned
about art to other subjects. Twist #3: Use your new supplies and knowledge to create related
art with your students. With enough twists, you'll spin a strong web of learning across your
curriculum.

Reservations: Groups of 10 or more students are required in order to make reservations. Please
fax, mail, or email the completed reservation form. We do not take phone reservations. We
recommend that reservations be made at least three weeks in advance.

Location: 100 Lafayette St., 5" floor, in downtown Baton Rouge, across North Boulevard from
the Old State Capitol.

Deposits and Confirmations: LSU MOA will email or fax you to confirm your reservation. If the
day or time you have requested is unavailable, we will contact you to make other arrangements.
You must return a signed copy of your confirmation with your deposit which is equal to the
minimum amount required ($20 for a School Day Tour, $40 for a Family Field Trip). Your
reservation is not complete until the LSU MOA has received your deposit and the signed copy of
your confirmation form. On the day of your visit, you will only need to pay the balance based on
your number of participants. Example: You make a reservation for 24 students for a School Day
Tour. Your deposit is $20. On the day of your visit, only 23 of your students visit the Museum.
Your balance due on that day is $26.

Cancellations and No-Shows: A lot of effort and expense goes into providing for your group’s
visit. Groups that cancel with more than 30 days notice are welcome to reschedule for another

day or time. The LSU Museum of Art reserves the right to refuse future reservation requests for
groups that cancel with less than 30 days notice, or fail to show up for a scheduled program.
