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Whispers from the Stone:
The James R. and Ann A. Peltier Collection of Chinese Jade

BATON ROUGE, La.—The LSU Museum of Art in the Shaw Center for the Arts is
presenting Whispers from the Stone: The James R. and Ann A. Peltier Collection of
Chinese Jade, slated to open September 9, 2006. This exceptional fine art exhibition
features 65 exquisite examples of Chinese jade from the Qing Dynasty (1644-1911).

Sam Bernstein, an expert in Chinese jade collecting and owner of S. Bernstein & Co. in
San Francisco, notes that “the Peltier Collection is one of the finest collections of jades
from the glorious Ming and Qing Dynasties of Imperial China.” Gifted connoisseurs, the
Peltiers have given the museum an exquisite jade collection accumulated over more than a
decade that illustrates some truly extraordinary 18" and early 19" century Chinese jade
works. The LSU exhibition, Whispers from the Stone: The James R. and Ann A. Peltier
Collection, is the first showing of almost the entire Peltier collection.

Chinese jade has played a significant role in China’s artistic and cultural heritage.
Venerated since prehistoric times, it has been carved into sacred objects, offered as
celebrated gifts, and worn as coveted decorations. Whispers from the Stone will display
the extraordinary collection of James R. and Ann A. Peltier, as well as pieces that the
Peltiers have gifted to LSU MOA, in a striking and relevant presentation. Beyond the
impressive entertainment/artistic benefits, the exhibit is intended to educate and inform
visitors about the significant role jade has played in China’s artistic and cultural heritage.
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Chinese Jade

Jade carving has been valued by Chinese emperors more highly than gold or silver since
ancient times. Whispers from the Stone: The James R. and Ann A. Peltier Collection of
Chinese Jade includes 65 exquisite examples of Chinese jade, the majority of which date
from the Qing Dynasty (1644-1911). Rich in imagery, the Peltier collection symbolically
features numerous themes, among them wealth and abundance, power, longevity, good
fortune, an individual’s character, and scholarly pursuits.

A particular highlight is the exquisite sculpted figure of Shakyamuni, the historical
Buddha, depicted near the moment of enlightenment. The incredible detail and delicacy of
this piece communicates clearly the gentle and compassionate nature of its subject. Other
spectacular examples include vases; rhytons; a wedding bowl; a scholar’s brush pot and
instruments; and a pillow of a crouching boy, which once belonged to Lord Mountbatten.
